I will also continue to send out an email with some of the same information. Hopefully this website will help us generate donations for this tournament and other USBGA tournaments in the future. Some of you have contacted me about additional rooms at the hotel. I will take care of all of that, please do not contact the hotel directly before the event. Anyone needing additional hotel rooms for your friends or family members, let me know and I will be able to get the discounted rate. I will talk to you individually about payment for those rooms as we get closer to the tournament. 

Additional costs: Everyone has paid the $100 entry fee to the USBGA. There will be a $25 per person players/coaches meal that you will be responsible for paying which totals $50.
