The course has a design that suits any type of level, from beginners to professional. We have recently conducted a reconstruction of irrigation, pioneer in Spain, which will maximize the use of water for maintaining the field. This will make a more sustainable field and become an example for other clubs in the world. Translated into the game, find a perfect contrast between the street and the rough and facilitating the game when we fail Street.
